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What is Predicting?

Predicting is making a statement about what will happen in the future.

It is based on:
e What you have read
e Clues the author gives you (inference)

e  What you already know (prior knowledge)
It is not a guess.

What makes a good prediction?
v' Evidence - because
v" Finding clues from what you have read or seen

v" Think about what might happen but also other features e.g. what

language you might find, how it will be set out
